ABOUT THE RANGE

Range operation

e The Black's Creek Public Shooting Range property is owned by the Idaho Department of Fish and Game.

e The day-to-day operations are managed by EE DA HOW Long Rifles under a long-term contract with the

agency.

e E DA HOW Long Rifles is a non-profit shooting club, which was originally organized as a muzzleloader
shooting club. Over the years, the club has evolved into a shooting club supporting all venues of sport
shooting.

Range features

The range consists of a complex of individual ranges designed for specific shooting venues:
The main range - a 200-yard facility with 50 covered shooting benches.

A 500-yard silhouette range (available only for special events).

Cowhboy action range.

200-yard .22 and centerfire shooting range.

200-yard range expansion in the development stage.

Five-station trap range.

e 100-yard Idaho Hunter Education range.

Note: The main 200-yard range is generally the only range utilized for fee public shooting (long gun and handgun).
Public shooting is always under the supervision of a qualified range safety officer.

IF YOU GO
e Winter shooting hours: Friday, Saturday, Sunday and Monday from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. Keep tabs on the
range's Web site for closures for special shoots and competitions.
e Getting there: The range is at 2420 E. Kuna-Mora Road between Interstate 84 and Pleasant Valley Road.
You can look at a map on the Web site. An easy way is to take 1-84 east from Boise and take the Black's
Creek exit toward Kuna.
