Championships held at Blacks Creek on May 1
st
 and 

2
nd

. Both of those days were really tough on the 24 

competitors that were strong enough to come out and 

test their skills under those conditions.  Frank Cornell 

and Gary Little went head to head for the winner’s 

circle with the twenty-two lever action match. Frank 

pulled ahead of Gary in a shoot off at the turkeys 

determining the State Champion. There was some real 

“heads up” shooting that morning.  

After lunch, we had the pistol cartridge State 

Championship.  The weather wasn’t any better in the 

afternoon. Shooters were still wearing their Carharts 

and winter clothing, and I was glad to have them with 

me!  Frank Cornell again showed his metal by downing 

44 steel animals and so did Gary Woods: tied again.  

Woods and Cornell decided (with the help of many of 

the other shooters who wanted to see a shoot off) to 

shoot a sudden death on turkeys to determine the State 

Champion.  Woods got lucky and downed the first 

turkey to win.  By the end of Saturday and two 60 

round matches, everyone was glad to go home, get 

warm and get out of the wind.  

On Sunday, May 2
nd

, the wind and cold had not let up 

and I think we were just getting numb!  Those rams at 

200 yards were a formidable challenge.  Arnie Burr 

was the winner of the rifle match with a 51.  

A special thanks goes out to Rich Johnson, Bob 

Benbough, Gary Little, Fred Kase, Steve Hammond, 

Steve Nielsen, L G Bollinger, Tracy Balkovic, and a 

host of others who helped make this State Match work.

PRIMITIVE AND MODERN CAMPS WILL BE SEPARATED  

 

During the rendezvous vehicles will be allowed in the primitive camp to unload only.  Please limit this time to 1 hour.   No vehicles 

are allowed in the primitive area to load prior to completion of prizing on Sunday.  ATVs are prohibited in primitive area 

from sundown Wednesday until after prizing on Sunday.  Keep modern items out of sight while camping in the primitive area. 

You are responsible for your children and pets.  Destructive or abusive behavior will not be tolerated.  Pet not on a leash may be 

served at the pot luck. 

 

Trail walks will be done as a team and will include knowledge and skills to be answered as a group.  Trail walk events require a 

shooters fee plus a blanket prize ($15.00 + value).  An extra blanket prize will be required for trade gun trail walk.  The trade gun trail 

walk requires a trade gun (54 caliber or larger smooth bore flintlock), throwing knife, and hawk.  The dress points, skills, and 

knowledge portion will be done immediately before or after the trail walk.  All individuals are responsible for and must turn in their 

own score cards.      

  

 

Be prepared for a closed fire season.  Bring a fire bucket, a shovel and an ax.  Please bring your own fire wood; on site fire wood 

cutting is not allowed.  Keep cook fires at least twelve inches off the ground.  Portable toilets are available.  Drinking water is 

available in Cascade, three miles away.

the road.  If you are coming from the North, Look for the old barn.  If you see MP109 or Clear creek lodge you have gone too far.
