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Public Range Activity Update

Starting September 3
rd,

 the members of Ee-Da-How Long 

Rifles assumed full responsibility for managing Blackôs 

Creek Range for public use. This has been accomplished 

with an absolute minimum of confusion because of the 

dedication of a large number of willing member 

volunteers. 

 

 Since there hasnôt been a Range Safety Officerôs (RSO) 

training class since 2005 (and certifications are only valid 

for three years), no one in the club was current. To rectify 

that situation, Don Sturdevant for Idaho Fish and Game 

very willingly held two classes to certify/recertify a total 

of 25 RSOs over the last three weeks. These folks are the 

ones who have done such a fine job of managing the range 

for the last month. 

 

Considering the time that it takes to locate, interview, 

check out and hire the very best individual for our next 

range officer, weôll probably be required to man the 

public range with volunteers through the end of October, 

If all goes well, we may have someone in place a bit 

sooner. 

 

A few statistics show just how busy our range gets just 

before hunting season. From September 3
rd

 through 

October 3
rd

 (a total of 22 days under EDHôs management) 

we have had 1200 shooters on the range and have 

collected just over $9,100.00. We are grateful for this 

much activity (and income) because these dollars are 

really needed to support range operations through the 

winter months when range usage (and income) falls way 

off. 

 

For those who were not able to attend one of the first two 

classes but would like to become a certified RSO, please 

contact Frank Cornell at 362-0478 or Bob Benbough at 

587-2740 and they will help you get set up for a 

certification class.  Keep in mind: you must be a certified 

RSO and be selected by the Range Supervisor in order  to 

run the Public range.

What Did You Say? 

 
New members to Ee-da-how, or even ñoldò members, 

hear a lot of acronyms and words that they may not 

know.  Like any community, the shooting world, and 

Ee-da-how, has its own language.  Some things are 

easier to decipher than others.  So, to help folks who 

pretend to know, or freely admit that they donôt know, 

here are some definitions.   

 

BCPRR This is a common abbreviation for 

Blacks Creek Public Rifle Range.  This 

is the official name for the shooting 

range owned by Idaho Fish and Game 

and run by Ee-da-how Long Rifles 

BPCRS Black Powder Cartridge Rifle 

Silhouette.  Shooters in this silhouette 

match use any pre-1896 single-shot 

rifle, original or replica, chambered for 

an American Black Powder Cartridge, 

with exposed hammer.  Silhouette 

animals are placed at 200, 300, 385, and 

500 meters.  Chickens are shot off-

hand.  All other animals are shot from a 

prone or sitting position off cross-sticks.  

There are restrictions on the 

ammunition and sights that make this a 

challenging event.  These matches are 

usually the last Saturday of the month at 

the top range. 

CLAS Cowboy Lever Action Silhouette.  

There are three classes of Cowboy lever 

action:  Smallbore (.22 LR), Pistol 

Cartridge (rimmed pistol cartrde with 

round or flat nose), and Rifle Cartridge 

(.25 caliber or larger).  All classes are 

shot off-hand with open , receiver, or 

tang sights. These matches are usually 

shot the second Saturday of the month.  

SASS Single Action Shooting Society.  This 

international organization was created 

to preserve and promote the sport of 

Cowboy Action ShootingÊ.  

Participants are required to adopt a late 

19th century shooting alias and to dress 

in costume for that alias.  The Idaho 

Cowboy Action Shooting events are 

sponsored by the Oregon Trail Rough 

Riders.  This group shoots on the third 

Saturday of the month at the ñcowboy 

townò range.

The really 

neat thing about the womenôs participation was that the winner was a first time shooter at this game, who used a borrowed rifle!  The 

excitement grew when two ladies shot matching scores of 37 out of 40 possible. (The rules were altered to allow the ladies to shoot at all 

targets from the cross-stick position).  To break the tie, we held a shoot off between Carlene Dicken and Deserae Wilcox requiring them to 

shoot at five pig targets at 50 yards from the standing position.  Carlene persevered and hit two pigs to win First Place in the ladies class. 

 

In the overall division both Billy Sproul and Keith Britton shot identical score of 35/40, but Keith left early so Billy was named ñMatch 

Winnerò.  Niles Branstedder took 1
st
 AAA with a 33.  John Hinman and Dave Weddle tied for 2

nd

st
 AA, with a score of 30 was Doug Mohn; 1

st
 A/B/Uncl was shot by ñSandbaggerò Arnie Burr who excelled with a 

32.  (Note: Arnie ainôt shooting in that class any more!).
